Carbon Storage – Challenges for 
Energy Companies and Public Authorities 

BACKGROUND 
In April 2009 the European Union introduced a new directive dealing with 
carbon capture and storage (CCS) technology for the energy sector. Sin-
ce then national governments have been obliged to develop an effective 
policy to integrate this technology into their national policy. In particular 
the energy industry favours this new technology as it reduces carbon 
emissions. Having carbon emission systems in force in 2013, most ener-
gy suppliers aim to develop CCS to minimise their carbon production. 

Although reducing the global pollution, CCS is heavily criticised as sto-
rage capacities in subsoil locations imply a risk potential to the environ-
ment. Energy companies and national authorities across Europe require 
an exchange of information and practical experience to introduce effec-
tive CCS implementation strategies. Together private and public actors 
must coordinate their efforts and open a dialogue which is essential in 
the evolution of storage sites. 

This conference provides insight information about legal requirements 
for storage technologies and exploration. Gaining public acceptance and 
integrating public interests are further details that will be touched upon by 
experienced speakers from the public and private sector. Furthermore, 
our event presents a special feature as participants are offered the op-
portunity to visit a CCS testing site which is located close to Berlin.
