








Background

State aid rules are under strict control of the European Commission. State aid elements are difficult to identify. The very wide definition of state aid causes a high
risk, especially for the recipients of support. The challenge for national authorities is to decide which measure requires notification. Failure to notify a measure, which
is subsequently found to involve aid, may result in the repayment of aid granted, which can bring drastic consequences for its beneficiary. The Summer Academy
“State Aid” will provide deepened training in practical state aid issues.

With its workshop character participants delve deep into legal case studies to clear out difficulties with the identification and definition of state aid. How to notify
state aid, how to perform a private investor test and how to pinpoint state aid will be just some of the practical approaches of this training event. But also other
areas such as services of general economic interest (SGEI) with the Monti-Kroes package, block exemption regulations, sector specific rules as well as forms of
procedure, notification and the legal backgrounds will be covered.

This set of skills will provide each participant with the ability to check individual cases on the eventuality of state aid implications. The initial screening and review
to ensure that measures or projects comply with state aid rules are important tools to be mastered. Especially providers of national and EU funding need to ensure
that aid schemes comply with EU State aid rules and do not put at risk entire projects through the threat of state aid recovery.

Case Handler, R&D, Innovation and risk capital, DG Competition, European Commission

Bernhard Michael von Wendland joined the European Commission in 2002. There, Mr von Wendland worked for the Directorate General
Energy and Transport, as the financial manager of the Trans-European Transport Network. In 2004, he changed to DG Competition and was
involved in State Aid for R&D and Innovation, for risk capital investments, and public guarantees. Between May and December 2008, he was
back to DG Energy and Transport as a project manager, in order to monitor the transposition of the Energy-efficiency Directive and to look at
investments and State Aids in this field. Since January 2009 he has been working in DG competition again as a case handler. In particular,
he has been dealing with large R&D aids in the aeronautics sector, public funding for universities and research facilities, and State Aid for risk
capital investments. Before joining the Commission he had worked for the Regional Tax Offices of Berlin and Cottbus for 10 years. Bernhard
Michael von Wendland graduated from the German Federal University of Applied Administrative Sciences, Miinster.

Carlos Gonzalez-Finat currently works as Case Handler at DG Competition of the European Commission in the unit dealing with enforcement,
which is responsible for monitoring and enforcing State aid recovery decisions.

Sheena has recently been acting as a Short Term
National Expert on State Aid for the European Commission and has been supporting State aid training programmes for the Romanian and
Croatian Governments under the Twinning Project with the UK.

Moreover, he has done banking-lawyer training in Dedk Ferenc Institute for Postgraduate Education (2000-
2002) and took part in the common European specialist course of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the French Ecole National d’Administration
in spring 2002. He is an invited lecturer in numerous State aid seminars. He is co-author of a State Aid Handbook, where he wrote chapter
on market economy investor principle. Furthermore, he gives regularly lectures to officials of regional governments, public enterprises as well
as to representatives of banks and companies.

Before joining PricewaterhouseCoopers in 2004 he worked for five years as Case Handler for the European Commission, DG Competition,
State aid Directorate H. Steffen has specialist experience in the field of rescue and restructuring of companies in different sectors such as
shipbuilding, steel and manufacturing. Within PricewaterhouseCoopers, Steffen is now responsible for all questions relating to State aid. He
has worked on State aid cases for (semi) public organisations, state owned enterprises and large international companies in different sectors
and territories. For example, he has advised the Croatian Competition Agency on rescue and restructuring matters in the shipbuilding and
steel sector. Steffen is furthermore involved in the management of German guarantee schemes for the Federal Government of Germany. In
addition, he advises on EU Regional Policy and Structural Funds issues.

Steffen is an expert in the field of Market Economy Investor Test and was and is currently involved in carrying out several Market Economy
Investor Tests for regional airports in order to assess, whether the airport fees involve State aid. Furthermore, he is involved in analyzing
whether several investments of an OEM amount to a Single Investment Project, whether it is to be notified to the European Commission and
if this is the case, preparing the notification.

Kate Porter has been working with the Department for Business, Innovation & Skills for 9 years.

In her current position she is responsible for providing advice about the state aid position of policy initiatives and helping to secure Commission
approval for UK State Aid cases through DG Competition.
