For the programming period 2007-2013, the European Commission 

has set out detailed arrangements on the management and control 

systems to be operated by Member States. With these regulations, the 

Commission has responded to the generally ineffective or moderately 

effective control systems which have led to incorrect reimbursements. 

As a result, the Member States are given more responsibility in monito-

ring their Operational Programmes and the Commission relies more on 

audits carried out by Member States. The audit authorities need to con-

sider detailed requirements regarding compliance with internationally 

recognised auditing standards. Failure to comply with the rules may 

lead to a financial liability to the EU budget. Public officials working in 

the field of Structural Funds have to face these new challenges in their 

audit strategies and have to get ready for the new audit requirements. 

WORKSHOP

The purpose of this two-day workshop is to familiarise you with the new 

regulations and provide you with strategies to comply with the require-

ments of the Commission. Accurate knowledge of the current regulati-

ons greatly reduces the risk of incorrect reimbursements. In addition, the 

workshop will provide a forum to discuss first experiences related to the 

financial period 2007-2013 and to exchange know-how. The workshop 

focuses on management and control arrangements, public performance 

audit, system audits, audit of operations and on-the-spot audits. The pro-

gramme covers the new legal provisions, audit standards, the audit ap-

proach and a case study on an on-the-spot check, thereby enhancing 

discussions along with practical examples.
